Qatar Airways would be the first Middle Eastern airline to offer Inmarsat’s ground-breaking

Award-winning airline Qatar Airways has announced its intention to install Inmarsat’s 
market-leading inflight broadband service, GX Aviation, on more than 130 aircraft. The state-
owned flag carrier of Qatar will initially offer the service on board its flagship Airbus A350 
and Boeing 777 fleets.

The broadband service has already been installed as a line-fit option on selected Qatar 
Airways’ Airbus A350s. The remaining A350s, along with the Boeing 777s, will be retrofitted 
this summer.

During a press conference to announce the airline’s intention to adopt GX Aviation, His 
Excellency Mr Akbar Al Baker, Qatar Airways Group Chief Executive, said of the 
partnership:
